










The Oder-Spree-Dahme Lake District, also known as Märkisches Seenland, is situated  
between the city of Berlin and the Spreewald Biosphere Reserve in the heart of 
Brandenburg, the state with the largest number of lakes and rivers in all of Germany. 
Interspersed with charming villages with manor houses and churches, the region is 
dotted with innumerable lakes and rivers. A particularly notable feature of the area is 
the close cooperation between tourism associations, the hospitality industry and the 
communities.
“Märkische Rundfahrt” is an exciting 200-km-long water trail through the region en-
compassing the rivers Dahme and Spree and leading past Berlin, which offers a won-
derful mix of culture, flora and fauna, along a picturesque maze of rivers and lakes, 
narrow channels and locks. Some parts of the route are reserved for boaters, with 
motorized traffic being redirected. The region is a refuge for many animal species, 
including ospreys, white-tailed eagles, kingfishers, grey herons and, in some parts, 
even beavers. One of the tours that can be booked includes eleven overnight stays in 
hotel and pensions, the rental of a kayak or canoe and a water trail map.
